         Psalm 91 is often referred to as the soldier's Psalm. Those who are about to deploy or go on a mission find comfort and strength in its words. However, this Psalm is apromise to all who "dwells in the shelter of the Most High  (Psalm 91:1 NIV). In these 16 short verses, God gives comfort and  encouragement to all of us, elements we need in order to face each day. Your circumstances may be different than your neighbors, but your resources are not. Your enemy may be a rebellious teenager, cancer, or an empty bank account . Whatever stands against you, fear not because The Creator stands with you!  
         Find  confidence in this passage.  Take  note of the  roles God takes on and see how He is acting out those roles in your life: rescuer...defender...protector...shield... guardian...deliverer.
           As you think  about God's  activity in your life, it is important to remember this His time-table is much better than yours and so is His plan. You are probably seeking deliverance from the snaer right now if not yesterday!), but God may be waiting until tomorrow. Find comfort in knowing that God is with you,  He is watching over you, and He is using this time to teach you. Make God your refuge daily.


1 He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High Will rest in the shadow of the Almighty. 2 I will say of the Lord, "He is my refuge and my fortress, my God in whom I trust." 3 Surely he will save you from the fowler's snare and from the deadly pestilence. 4 He will cover you with his feathers, and under his wings you will find refuge; his faithfulness will be your shield and rampart. 5 You will not fear the terror of night, nor the arrow that flies by day, 6 nor the pestilence that stalks in the darkness, nor the plague that destroys at midday. 7 A thousand may fall at your side, ten thousand at your right hand, but it will not come near you. 8 You will only observe with your eyes and see the punishment of the wicked.

9 If you make the Most High your dwelling- even the Lord, who is my refuge-  10 then no harm will be fall you,  no disaster will come near your tent. 11  For he will command his angels concerning you to guard you in all your ways; 12 they will lift you up in thier hands, so that you will not strike your foot against a stone. 13 You will tread upon the lion and the cobra; you will trample the great lion and the serpent. 14 "Because he loves me," says the Lord, "I will rescue him; I will I will protect him, for he acknowledges my name.  15 He will call upon me, and I will answer him; I will be with him in trouble, I will deliver him and honor him. 16 With long life will I satisfy him and show him my salvation."
